i. Remember who He is:  

Almighty, Our guide and comfort through all seasons, His provision, preservation, 

His discipline (the lessons He has taught us[thru the Book Of Acts-at all costs 

being His witnesses, commitment to fellowship, Communion, Bible Study and 

Communion]), His Word, His salvation, His protection, His care…remember we 

follow Him by faith.  

ii. Remember He is taking you into another season: 

Just like the Israelites, we’re going where we’ve never been, totally unfamiliar 

territory, only God can guide us through it. Only God knew what was ahead and 

He was guiding them into fruitfulness. Either bad and or good times have a 

tendency of making us forget who the LORD is.  

Remember; record, set before you, recall, have in mind/thought, to have an image 

in one's memory. 

Psalm 16:8 - I have set the LORD always before me; because He is at my 

right hand I shall not be moved. 

Forget the LORD at your own risk – humour. 

Sometimes we Christians need to stop along life's road and look back. 

Although it might have been winding and steep, we can see how God 

directed us by His faithfulness.   The deliverances the Lord has accomplished, 

the way He has led, he blessings He has bestowed, the victories He has won, the 

encouragements He has given.  When we face difficulties, we sometimes 

forget God's past faithfulness. We see only the detours and the dangerous 

paths. But look back and you will also see the joy of victory, the challenge 

of the climb, and the presence of your traveling Companion who has 

promised never to leave you nor forsake you.  

Psalm 63:6 - When I remember You on my bed, I meditate on You in the night 

watches. Because You have been my help, Therefore in the shadow of Your 

wings I will rejoice. 

1 Chronicles 16:12,16 – [David] Remember His marvelous works which He has 

done, His wonders, and the judgments of His mouth…Remember His covenant 

forever, the word which He commanded, for a thousand generations.
