Indeed, Satan has
asked for you, that he may sift you as wheat. “But | have prayed for you, that
your faith should not fail; and when you have returned to Me, strengthen
your brethren.”

Matthew 6:13 - And do not lead us into temptation, but deliver us from the
evil one. For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever.

Il. (17-19) Sanctification.

1 Thessalonians 4:3-4 - For this is the will of God, your sanctification: that
you should abstain from sexual immorality; that each of you should know
how to possess his own vessel in sanctification and honour.

Sanctify means to be set apart for God's special pleasure and use. It implies
holiness, being set apart from the corruption of the world and for God's use. This
process, as the keeping process, is not left to us alone; it is a work of God in us
and through us.

In the OT, the word is consecrate; all offerings, priests, Tabernacle, Temple,
utensils and people

Leviticus 20:7 - ‘Consecrate yourselves therefore, and be holy, for | am the
LORD your God.

Our goal is to be in the world, but not of it; even as a ship is to be in the ocean,
but not allowing the ocean to be in the ship, as oil in water...

The power and tool for sanctification is truth. The word of God read, heard,
understood and applied.

Psalm 119:9 - How can a young man cleanse his way? By taking heed
according to Your word.




1. (20-26) Glory in Heaven

John 14:3 - “And if | go and prepare a place for you, | will come again and
receive you to Myself; that where | am, there you may be also.

Psalm 27:4 - One thing | have desired of the LORD, that will | seek: that |
may dwell in the house of the LORD all the days of my life, to behold the
beauty of the LORD, and to inquire in His temple.

Revelation 19:9 - Then he said to me, “Write: ‘Blessed are those who are
called to the marriage supper of the Lamb!"” And he said to me, “These are
the true sayings of God.”
